Karl Gademann,	professor	for	Organic	Chemistry	at	the	Uni­

versity	Basel	and	member	of	the	Editorial	Board	of	CHIMIA	has	
been	awarded	the	2010	Novartis	Early	Career	Award	in	Organic	
Chemistry.	The	award	includes	an	unrestricted	grant	to	support	
his	research.	Gademann’s	research	interests	are	at	the	interface	of	
chemistry	and	biology,	and	focus	on	the	total	synthesis	of	natural	
products,	their	isolation	from	natural	sources,	and	carrying	out	in	
vivo	biological	investigations.

Andreas Vitalis,	postdoctorate	fellow	at	the	Biochemistry	In­
stitute	of	the	University	Zurich,	received	the	Empiris­Award	for	
Research	in	Brain	Diseases.

Prof.	Dr.	John Paul Maier,	Ordinarius	for	Physical	Chemistry,	
University	Basel,	has	been	awarded	a	Humboldt­Research	prize	
for	his	achievements	in	research	on	interstellar	nebulae.
