The Division of Industrial Chemistry undertakes a special ef-
fort on the occasion of the International Year of Chemistry 2011. 
DIC will publish a series of popular scientific articles. These ar-
ticles will highlight how chemistry and the chemical industry 
contribute to the prosperity and welfare of the world at large.

In 2009 CHIMIA introduced the new column Chemical 
Education at School that unfortunately was not very successful. 
It was produced and distributed in collaboration and with the 

help of SimplyScience, the youth initiative of the SGCI Chemie 
 Pharma Schweiz (www.simplyscience.ch). SimplyScience and 
CHIMIA have agreed to discontinue this project.

Indexing

National Library of Medicine confirmed that CHIMIA has 
been accepted for indexing in MEDLINE/PubMed. This will im-
prove its visibility in the life sciences community. CHIMIA is 
already indexed by Chemical Abstracts Services, Science Cita-
tion Index, and Scopus.

On-Line Availability

CHIMIA is electronically available at http://www.ingenta-
connect.com/content/scs/chimia since the beginning of 2005. 
SCS members have free access to this on-line version as part of 
their membership. To register for electronic access as a personal 
member or subscriber, please follow the steps described in http://
www.chimia.ch/serv/dnld/instructions_ingentaconnect.pdf

Subscription and membership entitles access to all electronic 
articles from 1990 onwards, as well as any additional back vol-
ume when it becomes available.

Institutional subscriptions are per site, where a site is defined 
as “all terminals and workstations owned and controlled by the 
subscriber in a single, geographically contiguous office building 
or complex or campus location within the same city or agglom-
eration”. International companies with distributed R&D sites are 
treated as consortia and qualify for a discount of 50% for addi-
tional sites with electronic access. For companies that are mem-
bers of the Swiss Chemical Society, the first site is free (included 
in the membership).

Open Access Publishing

CHIMIA allows authors to post their own published articles 
in the internet under some obligations. Posting is only allowed 
on the author’s personal website and/or in non-profit and non-
commercial repositories of the author’s institution and/or fund-
ing-body, the public availability of posted full articles must be 
delayed until 12 months after print publication in the journal 
and copyright and source must be properly acknowledged. There 
is no embargo for posting bibliographic meta data including ab-
stracts. The publisher’s version of PDF must be used. These PDF 
documents are available at Ingenta – for members of the Swiss 
Chemical Society free of charge.

Immediate release to OAP is available upon payment of the 
full production costs of the article.
